The year is off to a great start! We have a great crew of new learners and very dedicated older learners who are working very hard to make the Center a welcoming place for everyone. In the spirit of welcoming, I’d like to welcome new staff members to ACLC this year. At the front desk you will find Calvin Chai, our tireless Office Manager who has already earned a reputation as a great story teller (watch out Paul!). At the helm of English classes for grades 10-12 and the ACLC Leadership class, ACLC welcomes Molly Fenn who is bringing amazing curriculum into her classes. “Running” our middle school PE program four days a week is Daniel Sousa, who also works part-time at ASTI, another small school in Alameda. We also welcome Maureen Deierling, mother of two alumni and a current learner, into the role of campus supervisor and leader of our Thursday after school program. ACLC also had the great fortune to re-hire Miriam Sundheim as our para-professional this year. Finally, we welcome Elizabeth White, who will be working with high school learners as our new post-secondary counselor.  We have a talented, energetic, dedicated staff with big plans for a great year.

ACLC has exciting new programs underway this year too. Carlton is introducing a STEM  Program (Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics) this year that offers an Engineering Graphics course at the upper grades and a Fundamentals of Engineering to our 8th grade learners. To support these two classes, and to offer more technology opportunities to learners, we now have a “mini-Center” of 24 computers in Portable 2. Milt is the mastermind behind its design, be sure to check it out! This year we are also piloting an integrated curriculum model for our middle school learners. Julian, Patricia and Randy will be planning curriculum for our 6th and 7th grade learners, and Carlton and Jake are working with 8th grade learners. Middle school learners’ schedules are designed to promote flexibility in terms of class time and facilitators will be integrating curriculum across the disciplines. Another new addition to ACLC this year is TAP, our Thursday Afterschool Program every Thursday from 1-3 pm, which features both learner-led and adult-led after school classes for learners. Current class choices are Dance, Creative Writing (both learner-led) and, Art and Music (led by adults and funded by our parent group, CCEF). Another tasty addition to ACLC is Randy’s Culinary Arts class, designed to teach learners how to eat healthy meals with a limited budget and limited cooking resources. Additionally, Julian is offering an exciting new Drama class to ACLC learners and Terry has expanded Spanish to years 1-4 and is planning to take a group of learners to Spain this Spring. 

I strongly encourage ALL of you to get involved in our community at ACLC! Parents are integral partners in the ACLC democratic model and we can use your many talents at our school. There are numerous ways to get involved at ACLC. MATH and SCIENCES

Math 6: This course will prepare learners for future Algebra courses. The contents of this course are many of the fundamental ideas and procedures necessary to be successful in subsequent mathematics courses and many careers. The course also meets the 6th grade California Mathematics Standards and beyond. 

The course utilizes varied curriculum and activities including projects, problem solving, group and individual work that will serve learners of varied mathematical backgrounds and learning styles. The investigations, problems and practice exercises are designed to develop the students’ logical and mathematical reasoning skills.  Many problems use the mathematics in situations like those encountered by learners in their daily lives.  

In order to be successful in mathematics learners need to actively participate in their learning.  This means that each learner must read and work all of the problems.  Learners need to discuss mathematical concepts and the reasoning involved in the steps of their solutions.  Learners will be working in study teams both inside and outside the classroom.  It is critical that learners complete ALL of the assignments, including homework, to develop their individual skills.  Equally important is that learners take accurate, complete notes and ask questions about any problem that they find confusing.  

If you are interested in seeing how your learner is doing on their daily homework assignments please look on the inside cover of their spiral bound math notebook.  Taped there is a listing of the problems that are assigned daily.  Each day I check to see if the problems are completed. I mark a score from 0-10.  This score is based on completion only.  The score sheet also has a complete rubric of how the notebooks are graded.  Homework help for the Foundation For Algebra Year 1 text can be found on the following website:      http://www.cpm.org/students/homework/. Parents you can help your learner check their homework on line if they are struggling with a problem.  (From Patricia)  

Pre-algebra: Pre-algebra will prepare learners for future Algebra courses. The contents of this course are many of the fundamental ideas and procedures necessary to be successful in subsequent mathematics courses and many careers. The course also meets California Mathematics standards.

This course utilizes varied curriculum and activities including projects, problem solving, group and individual work that will serve learners of varied mathematical backgrounds and learning styles. Exploration 6: In this course learners will investigate many “exploratory” subjects outside of the standard curriculum of sixth grade.  Of the many potential interdisciplinary studies that learners will be conducting, and to be planned, learners will investigate fundamental engineering and architectural principles based on the designs of skyscrapers, bridges, domes, damns, and tunnels.  Learners will also be experimenting with Scratch, a computer programming language for everyone. Learners will create interactive stories, games, music and art through a computer based programming application to share in class and possibly online. Based on the needs and interests of learners further studies on a multitude of subjects will be included throughout the course. (from Julian)

Biology:: In this course learners will be expected to master the California State Standards for Biology.  For a complete list of the California State Standards for Biology visit the website: http://www.cde.ca.gov/be/st/ss/scbiology.asp    

The California Biology Standards will be taught through learners exploring issues related to global sustainability. To gain mastery of the California Biology Standards learners will be challenged with a specific global issue.  They will then collect scientific evidence through investigations, readings and experiments.  Learners will then analyze their evidence and use this evidence and new knowledge to reach a decision or to solve the original global issue.  Through this process they will learn how science affects peoples’ lives.  Learners will be required to apply scientific evidence and the concept of trade-offs to personal and societal decisions. To understand each of these issues learners will have to build a foundation of knowledge in the biology content standards. As a class we will be doing activities that will help us understand biology content standards. Thus learners’ grades will be determined by their ability to show comprehension of the biology content standards and their ability to apply that understanding to the issues. (from Patricia)

HUMANITIES

6/7 Humanities: In our class we will use primary sources, lectures, discussions, projects, simulations, video, computers, novels, our history text, and literature text to learn about literature and medieval history. The course will pick up from where Ancient History leaves off with the Fall of Rome and progress all the way until the Renaissance Period.  Additionally, we will be using the Bronze Level Literature book to learn about the major themes in sixth and seventh grade English and Language Arts.  Each unit of study learners will receive a unit test, usually composed of an essay and multiple-choice questions.  Quizzes will be given periodically and will cover assigned material from the text, and information presented in the classroom.  Homework will be given regularly, sometimes on the weekends, and will usually consist of completing in class work or literature reading assignments.  Please feel free to contact with questions about the course. (from Julian)

Eighth Grade English: Reading - Year-End Standards for grade 8: Students read and understand grade-level appropriate material. They draw upon a variety of comprehension strategies as needed, including generating and responding to essential questions, making predictions, and comparing information from several sources. Students should be reading independently and on their own, so that by the time they leave 8th grade, they are reading an average of at least ten pages every day. Reading should include fiction and non-fiction writing with a good representation of narrative (i.e., classic and contemporary literature as well as drama) and expository (e.g., magazines, newspapers, on-line information, manuals) text appropriate for each grade.

Students read and respond to historically or culturally significant works of world literature, particularly American and British literature. They clarify the ideas and connect them to other literary works. (from Jacob)

Humanities 9: For the first few months of the first semester for the English portion of the class we will be reading The Autobiography of the Life of Frederick Douglass and focusing on the genre of biography and autobiography.  Learners will then focus on reading Of Mice and Men, running a court case and sharpening their essay writing skills. Learners will also be reading independent reading books of their choice. In Current Life Issues we will be focusing on the role of the media in our lives and then will turn our attention to studying the role of nutrition in a healthy lifestyle (from Lynn)

English 10/11: We began the year with an examination of the interplay between gender, culture, and language through challenging pieces by Maxine Hong Kingston, Amy Tan, and others. We've discussed different cultural communication norms extensively and learners are in the process of writing an expository essay in which they combine the materials they read about with stories of personal experience to make an argument about the relationship between gender and/or culture and language. Next up we'll visit a culture with very different norms indeed through "Oedipus Rex" and excerpts from "The Odyssey." (from Molly)

English 11/12 HP: The Honors learners have been hard at work on a literary analysis essay based on their summer reading of "Frankenstein." Throughout the year, they will be participating in and facilitating their own Socratic Seminars during our lunchtime class meetings. Our next text is Dostoevsky's "Crime and Punishment." (from Molly)

English 12: We've started the year studying excerpts from major Transcendentalist texts (Thoreau's "Walden," Emerson's "Nature," and Whitman's "Song of Myself") and conducting our own experiments with "living deliberately." Following a screening of the film "Into the Wild," learners will participate in a Socratic Seminar and write a blended personal-analytical essay in which they discuss notions of "the good life" and describe how theirs has been informed through our studies. Learners are also making great strides with "close readings" in addition to beginning work on their personal statements for college in conjunction with Senior Seminar. Upcoming class texts will include Beat writing, "Othello," and "The Things They Carried," among others. (from Molly)

Senior Seminar: This first semester, we are starting off the year working in tandem with our Post-Secondary Counselor to make sure all Seniors are on track to make next year’s dreams come true. We are also focusing on other Senior graduation requirements such as the Senior Resume, Senior Project, Senior Portfolio and Internship. I will be working closely with Seniors to make sure they are on target for completing the bulk of these requirements shortly after the end of the first semester of Senior Seminar. (from Lynn)

Creative Expression: Creative Expression is off to an awesome start!  All my classes have already made beautifully designed name cards.  The 6th graders will start the year writing poetry as a group and as individuals, exploring creative ways to recite poems using props, artwork, movement, and sound effects.  Then we'll move into storytelling, experimenting with personal anecdotes, fairy tales, and fictional pieces.  We plan to create a program for 2nd graders at NEA like we did last year. 

The 7th graders had to choose what super-power they would choose and depict it on the back of their name cards.  Their first assignment was a creative project about their super-power.  They are presenting to the class their projects, which range from stories, poems, artwork, skits, songs, and even a cape!  I myself created a song for my super-power of healing, accompanied by my ukulele.  We, too, are planning a trip to NEA when we finalize our program.  We will also continue exploring various forms of creative expression, including improvisation, skits, and stories.

Of course, being supportive in class is very important to me.  Learners earn acorns in a jar each time they do something I deem supportive (giving positive feedback to another learner, participating, helping out in the class-room).  When they fill the jar, they've earned a party.  Lots of fun!  (from Cathy)
8th Grade U.S. History –  U.S. History and Geography: Growth and Conflict: Students in grade eight study the ideas, issues, and events from the framing of the Constitution up to World War I, with an emphasis on America's role in the war. After reviewing the development of America's democratic institutions founded on the Judeo-Christian heritage and English parliamentary traditions, particularly the shaping of the Constitution, students trace the development of American politics, society, culture, and economy and relate them to the emergence of major regional differences. They learn about the challenges facing the new nation, with an emphasis on the causes, course, and consequences of the Civil War. They make connections between the rise of industrialization and contemporary social and economic conditions. (from Jacob)

Modern World History - World History and Geography: The Modern World: Students in grade ten study major turning points that shaped the modern world, from the late eighteenth century through the present, including the cause and course of the two world wars. They trace the rise of democratic ideas and develop an understanding of the historical roots of current world issues, especially as they pertain to international relations. They extrapolate from the American experience that democratic ideals are often achieved at a high price, remain vulnerable and are not practiced everywhere in the world. Students develop an understanding of current world issues and relate them to their historical, geographic, political, economic, and cultural contexts. Students consider multiple accounts of events in order to understand international relations from a variety of perspectives. (from Jacob)
American Government - Principles of American Democracy: Students in grade twelve pursue a deeper understanding of the institutions of American government. They compare systems of government in the world today and analyze the history and changing interpretations of the Constitution, the Bill of Rights, and the current state of the legislative, executive, and judiciary branches of government. An emphasis is placed on analyzing the relationship among federal, state, and local governments, with particular attention paid to important historical documents such as the Federalist Papers. These standards represent the culmination of civic literacy as students prepare to vote, participate in community activities, and assume the responsibilities of citizenship. (from Jacob)

WORLD LANGUAGE CLASSES

Introduction to Spanish: When first offered two years ago, this course proved to be  invaluable in preparing seventh graders for high-school level world language courses, which begin in grade 8. This is an introduction to the basic vocabulary, idioms, pronunciation, and conversational patterns of beginning Spanish. The class meets once a week and the focus is on active in-class learning.  Classroom activities include choral chants, songs, rhymes, paired conversations, skits, and some reading and written work. Some of the reading will be in English and will pertain to the cultures of the Spanish-speaking world. The course is designed to give the students basic conversational competence, a comprehension of elementary spoken and written Spanish, and basic cultural awareness. (from Terry)
Spanish 1: The first year of Spanish is a beginning-level course that focuses on realistic communication at a basic level. In Spanish 1 learners develop listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills using present-tense verbs, a rich vocabulary, and many useful idiomatic expressions. To help increase fluency and improve accents, this year learners will be doing a little more memorization of rhythmic poems, songs, and sayings than first-year students in previous years. New this year will be group storytelling and the reading of short novels.  Vocabulary includes: days, dates, and numbers; weather; school schedules; preferences; places to go; leisure activities; sports; family; food and restaurants; colors; the home and bedroom; and animals. (from Terry)

Spanish 2: A number of verb tenses are introduced and practiced in Spanish 2, with emphasis on understanding, speaking, reading, and writing narratives about the past. Second-year students are expected to speak with greater facility than those in beginning Spanish, and to handle slightly more complex subjects. This is still considered a beginning-level course, however, so learners should not expect to easily understand much natural Spanish spoken in real-life situations (such as language overheard at the supermarket). As in the first year, second-year students will be memorizing and reciting poems and verses and learning some songs. New this year will be group storytelling and the reading of short novels. The topics are an extension of those in Spanish 1. (from Terry)

Spanish 3: The third year of Spanish marks a time of mastery of basic Spanish and the entry into intermediate language learning. Many new verb tenses are introduced and practiced, including the present perfect, the future and conditional, the imperative, and the present subjunctive. Both the age of the students and their degree of language experience make this an ideal time to introduce topics of greater sophistication than those presented in the first two years. Learners add to their repertoire such topics as: the natural world; sports competitions; the nature friendship; the arts, movies and theater; history; medicine; science and technology. New this year will be the reading of several short novels and one full-length novel written in intermediate Spanish. Due to the abstraction of the ideas he or she must deal with, a Spanish 3 student may have difficulty speaking with confidence. However, in third year, too, we will be reciting poems and verses and learning several songs. That will help. (from Terry)

Honors Spanish 4: New this year to ACLC, Spanish 4 is a literature-based pre-college course. Students will enhance their proficiency in Spanish as they read and discuss examples of contemporary and classical Spanish-language literature as well as current news and information written in Spanish. The class will engage in a great deal of conversation, discussion, and writing -- both formal and informal -- in which students will utilize an ever-growing vocabulary and increasingly sophisticated grammatical and idiomatic forms. Much of the discussion and writing will be based on the literature and cultural writings assigned in class and for homework, and on current events. This course is designed to develop fluency and accuracy in speech, reading, writing, and comprehension, and to prepare students for college-level Spanish language and literature courses. The literature includes short, adapted versions of Don Quijote and El Burlador de Sevilla (the don Juan story!), the memoir Cajas de Cartón (The Circuit) and many renowned short stories and poems. Students are rewarded an extra grade point for successful completion of this course. (from Terry)

OTHER CLASSES AND CENTER ACTIVITIES

Art 1: We have an amazing class of artists this year! Everyone in the class is motivated and dedicated to making art, expanding their knowledge and learning from each other. Our first unit focuses on the elements and principles of art. We learned about the seven elements as the building blocks of visual art and completed a line image. We are now working on a creative color wheel. Learners chose their own unique motifs and are using a the 12 basic hues of the color wheel in a variety of designs. We will take a look at the principles of art and move on to create a visual expression of paired principles and elements. In the months of October and November we will widen our view of art by considering the meaning and power of art in culture. Our work will include video presentations, class discussions, research and practice. Parents are always welcome to stop by the class and see what we're up to. Recent work is decorates our walls. Drama I: The purpose of this class is to provide an introductory overview of theatre as an art form.  In this course Learners will develop fundamental skills in improvisation, acting, character development and analysis, reviewing and evaluating performance, and play production.  Students will also explore the history of theatre and the many different fields of employment/roles in contemporary theatre and performance production. Learners will be expected to use local library resources to find monologues, duet scenes, one act plays, and various other research topics for class projects. Counseling Corner 

Welcome back to all learners and parents! I think we have ironed out our scheduling issues and learners have a clear understanding of when and where their seminars meet. I continue to welcome our new learners as they enter our school.

I am continuing with the counseling program that tracks learners toward graduation. One of the most gratifying aspects to working as a counselor at ACLC is the many avenues I get to explore with learners that want to “look outside the box” in fulfilling their graduation requirements and in exploring academic enhancements at the local colleges and online courses. I am available to meet with parents/guardians that have questions and/or concerns regarding their learner. 

The PSAT is coming up, Wednesday October 13 and is offered to ACLC juniors and sophomores. The test gives learners an idea of how they perform on this type of test. Scores are given out in early December. At that point juniors decide when they will begin to take the SAT and the SAT II’s and/or ACT with writing if they plan to apply to most 4 year colleges. I announced the test day on Wednesday, September 15 at CCC. To sign up learners should bring me a $15 check made out to ACLC and I will give them the test study guide booklet.

I am facilitating the Peer Counseling program again this year. Our goal in Peer Counseling is to create emotional safety for all our learners. We will continue with peer mediation this year and peer counseling drop-in time where learners can talk to a trained (and usually older learner) about a range of issues, from help with homework to problems with making friends.

I am facilitating the Learning to Learn (L2L) class for 6th graders this year. L2L is an ACLC course designed to help first year ACLC learners develop and enhance skills that will help them succeed at ACLC and throughout their life as lifelong learners. The class is highly interactive with learners performing skits as well as journal writing where learners are encouraged to self reflect on a particular topic.

The staff would like to remind everyone that all learners in grades 6 - 12 are required by California state law to attend school from the hours of 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. Those learners who have college classes are eligible for our Off Campus Contract, but their request to leave campus to attend classes must first be approved by the Curriculum Committee of our Governing Board. The necessary paperwork has been handed out and must be returned and approved before learners can legally be away from the ACLC during the school day. 

Those learners without college classes or other eligible Off Campus activities are expected to be at ACLC by 8 a.m. each school day. Those who have an unexcused tardy, will be assigned detention. Habitual tardiness may result in more serious consequences.

Alameda Unified School District requires when any student has had 14 absences in the school year for illness, any further absences for illness must be verified by a physician to excuse the absences.  If we do not receive verification from the physician then the absences will remain unexcused.
