I’d like to update the community regarding the move to Woodstock school next year. The move is certain as we have now finalized the Alternative to Prop 39 Agreement with Alameda Unified. It was ratified with the AUSD Board this Tuesday evening. The address for the new ACLC will be1900 3rd Street Alameda 94501.  ACLC and Nea will be neighbors at the Woodstock site. Our agreement is to hold a similar relationship to the relationship we have with Wood Middle School this year. We will be neighbors operating two different programs with clearly identified school spaces. Each school will have its own office, facilitators and classrooms.

All in all, we are really happy with the agreement and facility. 

This agreement consists of: 

· -11 year lease to remain in the Woodstock building. Having over a decade in one location without threat of a move is certainly reassuring. Every learner at ACLC next year will have the same school for their entire stay at ACLC. 

· -perfect proximity to the College of Alameda for our High School learners.

· 12-13 classrooms are equivalent to our current space and additional space for pick up and drop off doesn’t hurt either. 

· A dedicated center that is larger than our current Center. Although, it will not be as big as our Center at Encinal.

· -We will get additional classrooms 

· -A long term facility rate that is affordable and guarantees our fiscal sustainability for a long time. 

We have on some core ideas such as ACLC and Nea having a separate Center and Tree, 

Several of the details are now being discussed with Nea. Both facilitator teams met this week to discuss some of the nuts and bolts. Mostly, we will operate the same way we do now. Things being consider are:

· The ACLC wing and the Nea wing

· Coordinating pick up and drop off times to ensure safety and efficiency.

· Classroom distribution amongst Lower Village, Upper Village and ACLC.

· Play space and the blue line.

· Shared use of the gym for CCC

· Restrooms -Lower Village, Upper Village and ACLC

Please come to ACLC's Community Meeting on Monday, May 19th (5:30-8:30) to engage in discussion about the future of ACLC as we transition into the move.  Facilitators are meeting with Nea facilitators this week to begin the discussion of how we work and thrive together. This is your opportunity to hear more and participate. The focus of the meeting will be "Keeping ACLC's character or vibe during this transition."   The meeting will include presentation of current status and background material followed by ample small group brainstorm time.
